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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1.1 This Technical Appendix accompanies Chapter 14: Landscape and Visual Amenity (PElI Report Volume 1). The viewpoints included in
Table 1 below were identified as potential viewpoints to be taken forward for consideration in the landscape and visual amenity assessment
for the Proposed Development, as identified by letters. Those viewpoints that have subsequently been selected for assessment are
identified by the numbers 1 to 13 in Table 1 Potential Viewpoint Table.
