	Operations at the site have been continuing as normal. 
The site had reports of a drone being used in the area. The site has a no fly zone above it and so an e-mail was circulated to the CLG to inform them of this and to make the wider community aware. A poster was also produced which was used in the local area to remind people of the restrictions surrounding the site and the potential risks. 

MGi also updated on the cliff pipework situation. Once the site construction was complete, there was a planning condition for the seawater pipes in the cliffs to be removed. However, it was agreed with ERYC, other stakeholders and the CLG that the pipework would be left, to minimise potential damage to the cliffs. Some of the pipework has become exposed in the cliff and on the beach, MGi showed images to the group. The pipes are empty and signs have been placed around them to warn beach users of their existence. At the present time, the pipes are being monitored on a monthly basis, but it is thought that any action at this time to remove them from the cliff may exacerbate coastal erosion.  
Signs were placed in the woodland as requested at the last meeting. A Community charity was arranged in the woodland recently and it seems to be being well used by the community.
